2 “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” 3 For this is he who was
spoken of by the prophet Isaiah when he said, “The voice of one crying in
the wilderness: ‘Prepare the way of the Lord; make his paths straight. ” 4
Now John wore a garment of camel’s hair and a leather belt around his
waist, and his food was locusts and wild honey. 5 Then Jerusalem and all
Judea and all the region about the Jordan were going out to him, 6 and they
were baptized by him in the river Jordan, confessing their sins. 7 But when
he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees coming to his baptism, he
said to them, “You brood of vipers! Who warned you to flee from the wrath
to come? 8 Bear fruit in keeping with repentance. 9 And do not presume to
say to yourselves, ‘We have Abraham as our father, for | tell you, God is able
from these stones to raise up children for Abraham. 10 Even now the axe is
laid to the root of the trees. Every tree therefore that does not bear good fruit
is cut down and thrown into the fire. 11 “I baptize you with water for
repentance, but he who is coming after me is mightier than |, whose
sandals | am not worthy to carry. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and
fire. 12 His winnowing fork is in his hand, and he will clear his threshing floor
and gather his wheat into the barn, but the chaff he will burn with
unguenchable fire.” 13 Then Jesus came from Galilee to the Jordan to John,
to be baptized by him. 14 John would have prevented him, saying, “| need to
be baptized by you, and do you come to me?” 15 But Jesus answered him,
“Let it be so now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” Then
he consented. 16 And when Jesus was baptized, immediately he went up
from the water, and behold, the heavens were opened to him, and he saw
the Spirit of God descending like a dove and coming to rest on him; 17 and
behold, a voice from heaven said, “This is my beloved Son, with whom | am
well pleased.”

Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name
of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit,

1 The beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God. 2 As it is
written in Isaiah the prophet, “Behold, | send my messenger before your
face, who will prepare your way, 3 the voice of one crying in the wilderness:
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Mark 10:35-45

Mark 16:16

‘Prepare the way of the Lord, make his paths straight, ” 4 John appeared,
baptizing in the wilderness and proclaiming a baptism of repentance for the
forgiveness of sins. 5 And all the country of Judea and all Jerusalem were
going out to him and were being baptized by him in the river Jordan,
confessing their sins. 6 Now John was clothed with camel’s hair and wore a
leather belt around his waist and ate locusts and wild honey. 7 And he
preached, saying, “After me comes he who is mightier than |, the strap of
whose sandals | am not worthy to stoop down and untie. 8 | have baptized
you with water, but he will baptize you with the Holy Spirit.” 9 In those days
Jesus came from Nazareth of Galilee and was baptized by John in the
Jordan. 10 And when he came up out of the water, immediately he saw the
heavens being torn open and the Spirit descending on him like a dove. 11
And a voice came from heaven, “You are my beloved Son; with you | am well
pleased.”

35 And James and John, the sons of Zebedee, came up to him and said to
him, “Teacher, we want you to do for us whatever we ask of you.” 36 And he
said to them, “What do you want me to do for you?” 37 And they said to him,
“Grant us to sit, one at your right hand and one at your left, in your glory.” 38
Jesus said to them, “You do not know what you are asking. Are you able to
drink the cup that I drink, or to be baptized with the baptism with which | am
baptized?” 39 And they said to him, “We are able.” And Jesus said to them,
“The cup that | drink you will drink, and with the baptism with which | am
baptized, you will be baptized, 40 but to sit at my right hand or at my left is
not mine to grant, butitis for those for whom it has been prepared.” 41 And
when the ten heard it, they began to be indignant at James and John. 42 And
Jesus called them to him and said to them, “You know that those who are
considered rulers of the Gentiles lord it over them, and their great ones
exercise authority over them. 43 But it shall not be so among you. But
whoever would be great among you must be your servant, 44 and whoever
would be first among you must be slave of all. 45 For even the Son of Man
came not to be served but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for
many.”

Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not
believe will be condemned.

15 As the people were in
expectation, and all were questioning in their hearts concerning John,
whether he might be the Christ, 16 John answered them all, saying, “I
baptize you with water, but he who is mightier than | is coming, the strap of
whose sandals | am not worthy to untie. He will baptize you with the Holy
Spirit and fire. 17 His winnowing fork is in his hand, to clear his threshing
floor and to gather the wheat into his barn, but the chaff he will burn with
unqguenchable fire.” 18 So with many other exhortations he preached good
news to the people. 19 But Herod the tetrarch, who had been reproved by
him for Herodias, his brother’s wife, and for all the evil things that Herod had
done, 20 added this to them all, that he locked up John in prison. 21 Now
when all the people were baptized, and when Jesus also had been baptized
and was praying, the heavens were opened, 22 and the Holy Spirit
descended on him in bodily form, like a dove; and a voice came from
heaven, “You are my beloved Son; with you | am well pleased.”

28 | tell you, among those born of women none is greater than John. Yet the
one who is least in the kingdom of God is greater than he.” 29 (When all the
people heard this, and the tax collectors too, they declared God just, having
been baptized with the baptism of John, 30 but the Pharisees and the
lawyers rejected the purpose of God for themselves, not having been
baptized by him.)

19 And this is the testimony of John, when the Jews sent priests and Levites
from Jerusalem to ask him, “Who are you?” 20 He confessed, and did not
deny, but confessed, “l am not the Christ.” 21 And they asked him, “What
then? Are you Elijah?” He said, “l am not.” “Are you the Prophet?” And he
answered, “No.” 22 So they said to him, “Who are you? We need to give an
answer to those who sent us. What do you say about yourself?” 23 He said,
“l am the voice of one crying out in the wilderness, ‘Make straight the way of
the Lord, as the prophet Isaiah said.” 24 (Now they had been sent from the
Pharisees.) 25 They asked him, “Then why are you baptizing, if you are
neither the Christ, nor Elijah, nor the Prophet?” 26 John answered them,
baptize with water, but among you stands one you do not know, 27 even he
who comes after me, the strap of whose sandal | am not worthy to untie.” 28
These things took place in Bethany across the Jordan, where John was
baptizing. 29 The next day he saw Jesus coming toward him, and said,
“Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world! 30 This is
he of whom | said, ‘After me comes a man who ranks before me, because he
was before me.’ 31 | myself did not know him, but for this purpose | came
baptizing with water, that he might be revealed to Israel.” 32 And John bore
witness: “l saw the Spirit descend from heaven like a dove, and it remained
on him. 33 I myself did not know him, but he who sent me to baptize with
water said to me, ‘He on whom you see the Spirit descend and remain, this
is he who baptizes with the Holy Spirit” 34 And | have seen and have borne
witness that this is the Son of God.”

1 Now there was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a ruler of the
Jews. 2 This man came to Jesus by night and said to him, “Rabbi, we know
that you are a teacher come from God, for no one can do these signs that
you do unless God is with him.” 3 Jesus answered him, “Truly, truly, | say to
you, unless one is born again he cannot see the kingdom of God.” 4
Nicodemus said to him, “How can a man be born when he is old? Can he

enter a second time into his mother’s womb and be born?” 5 Jesus
answered, “Truly, truly, | say to you, unless one is born of water and the
Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God. 6 That which is born of the flesh
is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. 7 Do not marvel that |
said to you, ‘You must be born again.’ 8 The wind blows where it wishes, and
you hear its sound, but you do not know where it comes from or where it
goes. So it is with everyone who is born of the Spirit.” 9 Nicodemus said to
him, “How can these things be?” 10 Jesus answered him, “Are you the
teacher of Israel and yet you do not understand these things? 11 Truly, truly,
| say to you, we speak of what we know, and bear witness to what we have
seen, but you do not receive our testimony. 12 If | have told you earthly
things and you do not believe, how can you believe if | tell you heavenly
things? 13 No one has ascended into heaven except he who descended
from heaven, the Son of Man. 14 And as Moses lifted up the serpentin the
wilderness, so must the Son of Man be lifted up, 15 that whoever believes in
him may have eternal life.

22 After this Jesus and his disciples went into the Judean countryside, and
he remained there with them and was baptizing. 23 John also was baptizing
at Aenon near Salim, because water was plentiful there, and people were
coming and being baptized 24 (for John had not yet been putin prison). 25
Now a discussion arose between some of John’s disciples and a Jew over
purification. 26 And they came to John and said to him, “Rabbi, he who was
with you across the Jordan, to whom you bore witness—look, he is
baptizing, and all are going to him.” 27 John answered, “A person cannot
receive even one thing unless it is given him from heaven. 28 You yourselves
bear me witness, that | said, ‘l am not the Christ, but | have been sent before
him. 29 The one who has the bride is the bridegroom. The friend of the
bridegroom, who stands and hears him, rejoices greatly at the bridegroom’s
voice. Therefore this joy of mine is now complete. 30 He must increase, but |
must decrease.” 31 He who comes from above is above all. He who is of the
earth belongs to the earth and speaks in an earthly way. He who comes
from heaven is above all. 32 He bears witness to what he has seen and
heard, yet no one receives his testimony. 33 Whoever receives his testimony
sets his seal to this, that God is true. 34 For he whom God has sent utters
the words of God, for he gives the Spirit without measure. 35 The Father
loves the Son and has given all things into his hand. 36 Whoever believes in
the Son has eternal life; whoever does not obey the Son shall not see life,
but the wrath of God remains on him. 4:1 Now when Jesus learned that the
Pharisees had heard that Jesus was making and baptizing more disciples
than John 2 (although Jesus himself did not baptize, but only his disciples),
3 he left Judea and departed again for Galilee. 4 And he had to pass through

Samaria. 5 So he came to a town of Samaria called Sychar, near the field
that Jacob had given to his son Joseph. 6 Jacob’s well was there; so Jesus,
wearied as he was from his journey, was sitting beside the well.

40 He went away again across the Jordan to the place where John had been
baptizing at first, and there he remained. 41 And many came to him. And
they said, “John did no sign, but everything that John said about this man
was true.” 42 And many believed in him there.

4 And while staying with them he ordered them not to depart from
Jerusalem, but to wait for the promise of the Father, which, he said, “you
heard from me; 5 for John baptized with water, but you will be baptized with
the Holy Spirit not many days from now.”

37 Now when they heard this they were cut to the heart, and said to Peter
and the rest of the apostles, “Brothers, what shall we do?” 38 And Peter said
to them, “Repent and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus
Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive the gift of the
Holy Spirit. 39 For the promise is for you and for your children and for all
who are far off, everyone whom the Lord our God calls to himself.” 40 And
with many other words he bore witness and continued to exhort them,
saying, “Save yourselves from this crooked generation.” 41 So those who
received his word were baptized, and there were added that day about three
thousand souls.

9 But there was a man named Simon, who had previously practiced magic
in the city and amazed the people of Samaria, saying that he himself was
somebody great. 10 They all paid attention to him, from the least to the
greatest, saying, “This man is the power of God that is called Great.” 11 And
they paid attention to him because for a long time he had amazed them with
his magic. 12 But when they believed Philip as he preached good news
about the kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ, they were
baptized, both men and women. 13 Even Simon himself believed, and after
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being baptized he continued with Philip. And seeing sighs and great
miracles performed, he was amazed. 14 Now when the apostles at
Jerusalem heard that Samaria had received the word of God, they sent to
them Peter and John, 15 who came down and prayed for them that they
might receive the Holy Spirit, 16 for he had not yet fallen on any of them, but
they had only been baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 17 Then they laid
their hands on them and they received the Holy Spirit. 18 Now when Simon
saw that the Spirit was given through the laying on of the apostles’ hands,
he offered them money, 19 saying, “Give me this power also, so that anyone
on whom | lay my hands may receive the Holy Spirit.” 20 But Peter said to
him, “May your silver perish with you, because you thought you could obtain
the gift of God with money! 21 You have neither part nor lot in this matter, for
your heart is not right before God. 22 Repent, therefore, of this wickedness
of yours, and pray to the Lord that, if possible, the intent of your heart may
be forgiven you. 23 For | see that you are in the gall of bitterness and in the
bond of iniquity.” 24 And Simon answered, “Pray for me to the Lord, that
nothing of what you have said may come upon me.” 25 Now when they had
testified and spoken the word of the Lord, they returned to Jerusalem,
preaching the gospel to many villages of the Samaritans.

Acts 8:34-40 34 And the eunuch said to Philip, “About whom, | ask you, does the prophet
say this, about himself or about someone else?” 35 Then Philip opened his
mouth, and beginning with this Scripture he told him the good news about
Jesus. 36 And as they were going along the road they came to some water,
and the eunuch said, “See, here is water! What prevents me from being
baptized?” 38 And he commanded the chariot to stop, and they both went
down into the water, Philip and the eunuch, and he baptized him. 39 And
when they came up out of the water, the Spirit of the Lord carried Philip
away, and the eunuch saw him no more, and went on his way rejoicing. 40
But Philip found himself at Azotus, and as he passed through he preached
the gospel to all the towns until he came to Caesarea.

4 And Paul said, “John baptized with the baptism of repentance,
telling the people to believe in the one who was to come after him, that is,
Jesus.” 5 On hearing this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.
6 And when Paul had laid his hands on them, the Holy Spirit came on them,
and they began speaking in tongues and prophesying.

12 “And one Ananias, a devout man according to the law, well spoken of by
all the Jews who lived there, 13 came to me, and standing by me said to me,
‘Brother Saul, receive your sight.” And at that very hour | received my sight
and saw him. 14 And he said, ‘The God of our fathers appointed you to know
his will, to see the Righteous One and to hear a voice from his mouth; 15 for
you will be a witness for him to everyone of what you have seen and heard.
16 And now why do you wait? Rise and be baptized and wash away your
sins, calling on his name.’

1 What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin that grace may abound?
2 By no means! How can we who died to sin still live in it? 3 Do you not know
that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into
his death? 4 We were buried therefore with him by baptism into death, in
order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father,
we too might walk in newness of life.

11 For it has been reported to me by Chloe’s people that there is quarreling
among you, my brothers. 12 What | mean is that each one of you says, “I
follow Paul,” or “I follow Apollos,” or “| follow Cephas,” or “| follow Christ.” 13

Is Christ divided? Was Paul crucified for you? Or were you baptized in the
name of Paul? 14 | thank God that | baptized none of you except Crispus
and Gaius, 15 so that no one may say that you were baptized in my name.
16 (I did baptize also the household of Stephanas. Beyond that, | do not
know whether | baptized anyone else.) 17 For Christ did not send me to
baptize but to preach the gospel, and not with words of eloquent wisdom,
lest the cross of Christ be emptied of its power.

And such were some of you. But you were washed, you were sanctified, you
were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and by the Spirit of our
God.

1 For | do not want you to be unaware, brothers, that our fathers were all
under the cloud, and all passed through the sea, 2 and all were baptized
into Moses in the cloud and in the sea, 3 and all ate the same spiritual food,
4 and all drank the same spiritual drink. For they drank from the spiritual
Rock that followed them, and the Rock was Christ. 5 Nevertheless, with
most of them God was not pleased, for they were overthrown in the
wilderness.

12 For just as the body is one and has many members, and all the members
of the body, though many, are one body, so it is with Christ. 13 For in one
Spirit we were all baptized into one body—lJews or Greeks, slaves or free—
and all were made to drink of one Spirit.

29 Otherwise, what do people mean by being baptized on behalf of the
dead? If the dead are not raised at all, why are people baptized on their
behalf? 30 Why are we in danger every hour? 31 | protest, brothers, by my
pride in you, which | have in Christ Jesus our Lord, | die every day! 32 What
do | gain if, humanly speaking, | fought with beasts at Ephesus? If the dead
are not raised, “Let us eat and drink, for tomorrow we die.” 33 Do not be
deceived: “Bad company ruins good morals.” 34 Wake up from your drunken

stupor, as is right, and do not go on sinning. For some have no knowledge of
God. | say this to your shame.

1 | therefore, a prisoner for the Lord, urge you to walk in a manner worthy of
the calling to which you have been called, 2 with all humility and
gentleness, with patience, bearing with one another in love, 3 eager to
maintain the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. 4 There is one body and
one Spirit—just as you were called to the one hope that belongs to your
call— 5 one Lord, one faith, one baptism, 6 one God and Father of all, who
is over all and through all and in all. 7 But grace was given to each one of us
according to the measure of Christ’s gift.

25 Husbands, love your wives, as Christ loved the church and gave himself
up for her, 26 that he might sanctify her, having cleansed her by the washing
of water with the word, 27 so that he might present the church to himself in
splendor, without spot or wrinkle or any such thing, that she might be holy
and without blemish.

4 But when the goodness and loving kindness of God our Savior appeared, 5
he saved us, not because of works done by us in righteousness, but
according to his own mercy, by the washing of regeneration and renewal of
the Holy Spirit, 6 whom he poured out on us richly through Jesus Christ our
Savior,

1 Therefore let us leave the elementary doctrine of Christ and go on to
maturity, not laying again a foundation of repentance from dead works and
of faith toward God, 2 and of instruction about washings, the laying on of
hands, the resurrection of the dead, and eternal judgment. 3 And this we
will do if God permits. 4 For it is impossible, in the case of those who have
once been enlightened, who have tasted the heavenly gift, and have shared
in the Holy Spirit, 5 and have tasted the goodness of the word of God and
the powers of the age to come, 6 and then have fallen away, to restore them

again to repentance, since they are crucifying once again the Son of God to
their own harm and holding him up to contempt.

22 let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, with our
hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with
pure water. 23 Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering,
for he who promised is faithful.

1 Peter 3:18-22 18 For Christ also suffered once for sins, the righteous for the unrighteous,

that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh but made alive
in the spirit, 19 in which he went and proclaimed to the spirits in prison, 20
because they formerly did not obey, when God’s patience waited in the days
of Noah, while the ark was being prepared, in which a few, that is, eight
persons, were brought safely through water. 21 Baptism, which
corresponds to this, now saves you, not as a removal of dirt from the body
but as an appeal to God for a good conscience, through the resurrection of
Jesus Christ, 22 who has gone into heaven and is at the right hand of God,
with angels, authorities, and powers having been subjected to him.

5Who is it that overcomes the world except the one who believes that Jesus
is the Son of God? 6 This is he who came by water and blood—Jesus Christ;
not by the water only but by the water and the blood. And the Spirit is the
one who testifies, because the Spirit is the truth. 7 For there are three that
testify: 8 the Spirit and the water and the blood; and these three agree.

* These verses talk about some kind of ritual washing but do not use the word “baptism.” Some believe these verses are
directly talking about baptism while others believe they refer to the washing of our sins through Christ and the Spirit.

** These passages are often considered to be referring to a water baptism even though they do not use the term
“baptism.” Their inclusion in this list does mean that the author of these verses is talking about baptism.
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
